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ASIAN NETBALL CHAMPIONSHIPS & ASIAN NETBALL YOUTH CHAMPIONSHIPS
HOSTING REQUIREMENTS

Countries wishing to host an Asian Netball Championships or Asian Youth Netball Championships must meet the undermentioned requirements. The ANF Board will assess the applications before recommending them to the ANF membership.

VENUE REQUIREMENTS
The Championship venue must have the following:
1. Proper netball court with the required run-off of 10 feet all around the court. Nothing may be placed in the run-off area, including the team benches and Bench officials’ tables.
2. The stadium must be air-conditioned.

3. Wood sprung floor (preferred) or high-quality rubber flooring

4. Sunken goal posts are preferred. Above ground goal posts must be stable and well padded for safety. The goal posts must meet with the INF rules.

5. 17 seats for each team and 6 seats with 2 long tables for the Bench Officials as well as 3 seats for the umpires beside the bench officials table on the left
6. 5 changing rooms – 2 for incoming teams, 2 for teams who have finished their matches and 1 for umpires.

7. A separate training court/venue as the matches will be on throughout the day.
8. Space for ice baths

9. Spectator seating

HOST RESPONSIBILITIES

Hosts must provide the following for the Championships:
1. All internal transport by bus, including airport to hotel transfers, and transfers for training and matches.

2. Venue costs

3. Cost of any officials (not including umpires and umpire panel).

4. Provide Liaison Officers to each of the participating teams

5. Source for a reasonably priced hotel and hostel for participating countries. This should include breakfast and WIFI.
6. Send out Invitation Letters with details of hotel and hostel costs.

7. Provide information on nearby restaurants and eating places (including for halal food), supermarkets, convenience stores and medical facilities.

8. Provide 5 ice bath containers, 2 per team and 1 for the umpires.

9. Make arrangements for the delivery of ice each day for the teams’ ice baths.

10. Hosting the ANF AGM at a hotel or conference room – for about 25 to 30 persons. The host must also provide lunch for all the delegates.
11. Keep the ANF Board updated on the number of countries participating, and AGM delegates attending the event.

12. Host the closing dinner for all countries and delegates.

13. To provide a souvenir magazine for the event, which will include listing players from each country, the umpires and panel.
14. To make the travel arrangements for the appointed umpires and panelists.

EVENT MANAGEMENT REQUIREMENTS

The host country must provide the following for the event:
1. Documentation:

a. Championship Rules

b. Entry Forms

c. Team Registration Forms
d. Team Rooming Lists
e. Fixtures (format and draw to be agreed with ANF Board)
f. Ice Forms (for ice bath)

g. Training Request Forms for the non-competition days

h. Team Training Schedule for the Competition days

i. Transport Schedule (including airport transfers, training and match transfers).

2. A properly trained Bench Referee/Manager and Bench Officials (scoring, time-keeping and statistics).

3. Ball girls/boys at each of the 4 corners of the court. They are also to mop the floors at each interval, and have a towel to dry the court when needed. 

4. Proper score boards, including game timings, which must be visible to the team benches, bench officials and the spectators.

5. Provide drinking water for the teams on court, the Bench, Umpires and officials.
6. Provide training and warm-up balls (6 in a bag), also 3 competition balls to the bench officials.

7. Organise a suitable Opening and Closing Ceremnoy.

8. Display the flags of each of the participating countries.

9. National Anthems will be played for all teams for the first game that the team is competing in, and the last game.

10. National Flags are also required for the teams when they march in for the Opening and Closing Ceremonies. 

11. Provide a Championship Trophy for the Asian Netball Championships and medals for the winners – 17 medals each for Gold, Silver and Bronze.

12. Provide a Trophy for the Asian Youth Netball Championships. There is a perpetual trophy sponsored by the Royal Princess of Brunei, which will be brought to each Youth event by the last winner. Provide 17 medals for Gold, Silver and Bronze. 
PARTICIPATING COUNTRIES RESPONSIBILITIES
The participating countries will be responsible for:

1) Their own accommodation costs 

2) All meals – lunch and dinner

3) Their own medical coverage for all injuries or other mishaps
4) Equal share of umpire and panel costs

5) The cost of ice for their ice baths.
JOINT RESPONSIBILITIES

The host and participating countries will share equally in the total costs of the umpires and umpire panel. These costs will inlcude:

1) All return airfares

2) Internal transfers (they can go on the team buses to and from the event venue). 

3) Accommodation costs at the official hotel. Panelists will get single rooms, and umpires will be in twin share rooms. 

4) Meal allowance of US$40 per day per umpire/panleist. Meals will not be required 

5) Ice for their ice baths.

ANF RESPONSIBILITIES
ANF will be responsible for the following:

1. Assessing the suitability of the hosts plans, venue and other considerations, like safety, accessability and technical capabilities.

2. Arrange the appointments of the umpires and panelists. 
a. For the Asian Netball Championships, these will be appointed by INF. 
b. For the Asian Youth, these can be appointed by the ANF Umpiring sub-committee.
3. Support the host country in all technical and event management matters as required.

4. Inviting delegates for the ANF AGM, and informing the host on the final numbers.

5. Prepare all materials for the AGM.
